I have
listed them in this index exactly as they appear on the maps.
Because of normal spelling variations, the reader should look up
all possible spellings to ensure all names are found.

Surnames of individuals are printed in all capital letters.
Only the first letter of other names is capitalized.

If a particular name or place is listed more than once on a
page, the number of that page is followed in parentheses by the
number of times it is listed. For example: A. ALBERT 17(2)
indicates that A. ALBERT is listed twice on page 17,

Page 61 of the Atlas, Map of Gettysburg Battlefield &
Hospitals, July 1st, 2nd & 3rd, 1863, contains names and places
related to the 1863 battle. Therefore, the names on that page have
not been indexed.

The last four pages of the Atlas are not numbered. Therefore,
I have numbered these pages as follows:

These page numbers are used in indexing the names thereon.

It is interesting to note that neither the city of Gettysburg

residents within each town. Accordingly, the index does not
include the residents of Gettysburg and Littlestown.
